A China’s lace-swapping app that allows users to superimpose（叠加）their own likeness over characters in movies or TV shows has rapidly become one of die country’s most downloaded apps. But it has also triggered concerns about the issue of privacy.
Released on Friday, the Zao app went viral as Chinese users pursued the chance to act out scenes from well-known movies. This is done using “deepfake” technology, which has already caused concerns elsewhere over its potential misuse.
Users provide a series of selfies in which they blink, open their mouths or assume other expressions. The app will then realistically change the person’s animated likeness onto movies, TV shows or other similar content.
But this has also resulted in privacy concerns as the app’s policy reportedly gave it “free, permanent, transferable, and re-licensable” rights to all user-generated content.
Apart from worrying that their personal information can be disclosed, users are also concerned that the app, through facial recognition technology, can compromise their online payment accounts.
On Sunday, the app issued a statement promising to modify its privacy policy. It also assured users that the app will not result in any compromise to their payment accounts. The app has since changed its terms to ensure that it will not use headshots or videos unloaded by users other than to improve the app. It also promised to remove from its servers any content that was uploaded but subsequently deleted by users.
Zao is owned by Momo Inc., a Tinder-like Chinese dating service that is listed on the US Nasdaq. The Ministry of Industry and Information Technology spoke to the developer of the Al face-changing app on Wednesday. The Ministry’s department of network security said it demanded the company stick to relevant laws regarding the collection of personal information. Apart from calling on the company to standardize its terms of agreement, it also made it clear that the company should do its utmost to ensure the protection of user data.

DONALD TRUMP is hardly the first American president to increase unilateral(单边的) tariffs（关税）on imports. Every headman of the Oval Office since Jimmy Carter has put some kind of protectionist（保护主义的）control on trade, often on steel. Nor will Mr. Trump’s vow to put 25% tariffs on steel and 10% on aluminium by themselves ruin the economy. If this were the extent of Mr. Trump’s protectionism, it would simply be an act of senseless self-harm. In fact, it is a potential disaster—both for America and for the world economy.
As yet it is unclear exactly what Mr. Trump will do. But the prospect is bad. Unlike his predecessors（前辈）, Mr. Trump is a long-standing sceptic of free trade, which he sees as a deal that doesn’t make sense for America. His administration is chaotic. Not since its establishment at the end of the Second World War has the global trading system faced such danger.
How should the world get out of this dilemma? Even as Mr. Trump behaves with astonishing irresponsibility, others must keep their heads. Some may impose limited revenge—that, after all, is how to treat bullies. But such action must be limited. A tit-for-tat（以牙还牙）war with America would be disastrous.
The more important task is to provide support for trade. It would be comforting to think there is global backing to fix the WTO. But just now, there is not. The only new trade deals on offer are regional, such as the Trans-Pacific Partnership（TPP）, an 11-country pact signed this week. Although Mr. Trump abandoned it, he has hinted he may reconsider, which would be a start.
The best way to help the WTO would be for its other members to co-ordinate any action, including bringing in a WTO complaint about Mr. Trump’s tariffs. Even though that may burden the WTO’s court, it would be a vote of confidence in the idea that the global economy should be governed by rules.
The world is a long way from the 1930s, thank goodness. Yet ignorance and arrogance have put the trading system in grave danger. Free-traders need to recognize that the WTO can help keep markets open at home and abroad. It is vital they make the intellectual case for rules-based trade. That will not be easy. For the first time in decades, their biggest enemy is the man in the Oval Office.

Over the past year, visitors to the Rubin Museum of Art in New York City have been revealing their deepest fears and wishes. As part of a special exhibit, museum-goers were invited to write down their secrets on small pieces of paper and hang the entries on a wall for everyone to see. On one side, people posted their anxieties; on the other side, their hopes. Thousands of visitors contributed lines like, “I’m anxious because I’m afraid I’ll die alone,” and “I’m hopeful because life is beautiful and I will feel happy soon.”
This exhibit, A Monument for the Anxious and Hopeful, was a catalog of anonymous confessions, a place where people willingly exposed their weaknesses and flaws: “Tm anxious because I don’t have a home for my boys”; “I feel like I disappoint everyone in my life.”These more than 50,000 entries expressed thoughts that many people wouldn’t otherwise share publicly due to fear of rejection and shame.
But psychological research suggests that such fear can be overblown in people’s minds. Often, there’s a mismatch between how people perceive their vulnerabilities and how others interpret them. We tend to think showing vulnerability makes us seem weak, inadequate, and flawed—a mess. But when others see our vulnerability, they might perceive something quite different, something alluring. A recent set of studies calls this phenomenon “the beautiful mess effect.” It suggests that everyone should be less afraid of opening up—at least in certain cases.
 The researchers—Anna Bruk, Sabine G. Scholl, and Herbert Bless—found evidence for the beautiful mess effect across six studies involving hundreds of participants. Inspired by the work of Brene Brown, who popularized the importance of vulnerability in her books and TED Talks, Bruk and her colleagues define vulnerability as the willingness to expose yourself emotionally to another person and despite being afraid and despite the risks. In their studies, the team asked participants to imagine themselves in a variety of vulnerable situations—such as confessing romantic feelings to your best friend, and admitting that you made a serious mistake to your team at work. When people imagined themselves in those situations, they tended to believe that showing vulnerability would make them appear weak and inadequate. But when people imagined someone else in those situations, they were more likely to describe showing vulnerability as “desirable” and “good.” 
The results, lined up with Brown’s findings in her qualitative research that vulnerability is humanizing. “We love seeing raw truth and openness in other people,” Brown writes in her book Daring Greatly, “but we’re afraid to let them see it in us.”
In another study, Bruk and her team invited students into the lab and broke them into two groups. Those in one group were asked (vulnerability alert!) to sing an improvised song in front of a jury, while those in the other were asked to serve as members of that jury. It was a bluff; in the end, no one sang or judged. But before the participants realized that they were being had, they answered some questions about vulnerability. Those in the singing group saw their anticipated vulnerability more negatively, endorsing statements such as “I should avoid showing Vulnerability.” The judges were far more generous when they evaluated the vulnerability of the singers, saying that their singing would be a sign of “strength” and “courage.”
To find out why this gap exists, Bruk and her team tested a theory about how the human mind processes information. They found that when we think about our own vulnerability, it’s more concrete and real, because we are so close to it. Under that magnified perspective, our imperfections are clearer, and it’s easier to identify everything that might go wrong. But when we think about another person’s vulnerability, it’s more distant and abstract. We can take a wider perspective that allows us to see not just the bad, but the good as well.
Research beyond Bruk’s and Brown’s generally supports the belief that people tend to admire vulnerability in others. When people show vulnerability at school or work, such as by asking for advice and help, they appear more competent to their advisers and supervisors—and opening up in personal relationships can even make people fall in love with each other.

Prosopagnosia, also called face blindness, is an impairment(障碍）in the recognition of faces. It is often accompanied other types of recognition impairments though sometimes it appears to be restricted to facial identity.
Everyone sometimes has trouble recognizing faces. Prosopagnosia is much more severe, though. Prosopagnosics often have difficulty recognizing people that they have come across many times. In extreme cases, prosopagnosics have trouble recognizing even their spouses(配偶) and children. Not surprisingly, prosopagnosia can cause serious social problem.
One of the telltale signs of prosopagnosia is great reliance on non—facial information such as hair, clothing, voice, etc. Prosopagnosics often complain that they have trouble following the plot of television shows and movies, because they cannot keep track of the identity of the characters.
Most of the documented cases of prosopagnosia have been due to brain damage suffered after maturity from head trauma(创伤), stroke, and degenerative diseases. These are examples of acquired prosopagnosia: these individuals had normal face recognition abilities that were then impaired. It seems likely that more cases of acquired prosopagnosia have been published for two reasons. First, their impairment with faces is usually quite apparent to these individuals, because they have experienced normal face recognition in the past and so they quickly notice their impairment. Second, because these individuals have had brain damage, they are in contact with the medical doctors who have assessed their face recognition abilities.
In contrast, in cases of developmental prosopagnosia, the onset of prosopagnosia occurred prior to developing normal face recognition abilities. Developmental prosopagnosia has been used to refer to individuals whose prosopagnosia is genetic in nature, individuals who experienced brain damage prior to experience with feces.
Individuals with developmental prosopagnosia often do not realize that they are unable to recognize faces as well as others. Of course, they have never recognized faces normally so their impairment is not apparent to them. It is also difficult for them to notice, because individuals with normal face recognition rarely discuss their reliance on faces. As a result, there are a number of individuals who have not recognized their prosopagnosia until well into adulthood.
The focus of any treatment should be to help the individual with prosopagnosia develop compensatory(补偿性的）strategies. Adults who have the condition as a result of stroke or brain trauma can be retrained to use other clues to identify individuals.
