Book 3: The Chicken-Chasing Queen of Lamar County—By Janice N. Harrington

40 pages, US $16.00

Our character here loves to run after chickens, particularly Miss Hen, who’s very fat. But, as all farming folks know, this is not a good way to produce happy, productive chickens. What will make her change her ways? The author is a professional storyteller and this book is full of fun, and has great illustrations.

Book 4: Cherry and Olive—By Benjamin Lacombe

32 pages, US $16.95

Children’s books can quickly take little readers into new worlds, such as the big city, 1930s Georgia, or outer space. This book takes us on a little trip to some European capitals. Cherry is fat and likes books, and she has few friends until she meets a SharPei puppy (沙皮狗). She names it Olive. Through it she finds confidence and friendship. But what will happen when its owner returns?

The British love their supermarkets. And there are more and more of them every year. But is this a good thing? 

Not necessarily. For a start, many small shops can’t compete on price with superstores such as Tesco, Sainsbury’s, Waitrose and Marks & Spencer. And they don’t have as many products either. As a result, many local businesses have closed.

Supermarkets are also bad for animal welfare. ①         The UK has high standards in this field, but some supermarkets get their meat from abroad. And in many cases, this meat is produced under conditions that would be illegal in the UK. But once they’ve got the meat, supermarkets put a British flag on the product as the meat is packed there. ②              Dishonest? Not exactly, but it isn’t entirely true either! 

Supermarkets have even had a negative effect on the British pub. Beer and wine is much cheaper in a supermarket. For example, supermarkets can sell a can of beer for 25p (about 30 cents), but the same beer will cost £2.50 (about €3) in a pub. There are now over 55,000 supermarkets in the UK, but less than 55,000 pubs. A decade ago there were more than 61,000. These days, pubs are closing at the rate of 39 a week!

Supermarkets have a poor environmental record too. ③           Many of them don’t store food products themselves as storage space is expensive, so they get food producers to do it for them. This means that supermarket lorries have to make more trips to collect supplies. ④            Supermarkets also use a lot of plastic packaging, which isn’t good for the environment either. 

Supermarkets are good news for shoppers looking for a bargain, but they’re definitely bad for local businesses, animals and the environment!

Scientists have discovered a new species of marine animal in the deepest ocean on Earth—a find which might normally be cause for celebration. However, the researchers also identified plastics in its body, emphasizing pollution facing the world.

The researchers found tiny pieces of plastic debris known as microplastics(微塑料), in the body of the previously unknown amphipod(片脚类动物). The material they identified is polyethylene terephthalate(PET)—a common plastic which is widely used in food and drink packaging.

As a result of this find, the Newcastle team decided to name the new species Eurythenes plasticus in order to highlight the fact that immediate action needs to be taken to “stop plastic waste into our oceans”, Alan Jamieson, marine ecologist and lead author of the study, said in a statement. The animal is now one of 240 known species to have been recorded ingesting plastic.

“We have new species turning up that are already contaminated and so we have missed the window to understand these species in a natural environment,” Jamieson told Newsweek. “This discovery exemplifies(例证) the extent of the plastic problem. Species in remote and extreme marine environments are suffering as a result of human activity. Any damaging effects on large populations are hard to grasp in new species as we didn't know what these populations were like before contamination.”
“There can be no disputing(争议) the presence of plastics almost everywhere in our environment and its impact on nature,” Lauren Spurrier said in a statement provided to Newsweek. “We now are seeing even more destructive impacts of plastic pollution, in that it is infecting species science is only just now discovering.”

Plastics are in the air that we breathe, in the water that we drink and now also in animals that live far away from human civilization.

I’m originally from Orange County, California, where I had the pleasure and honor of serving as a Newport Beach ocean lifeguard for five seasons. Whenever I could, I got shifts working the Point. If you wanted to save lives, that’s where you worked. The Point was known for its great rip currents(激流).

So, late in a shift, I’m working Tower 15. Two blocks to my right is another guard named Mike, working Tower 17. I’d known Mike for a number of years.

He calls me over the phone and says, “Hey, I got a couple kids. I gotta go give ’em a warning. Keep an eye on us.”

I say, “Sure,” and hang up.

Anytime you get out of your tower, you’re supposed to let somebody else know, in case a situation develops. And sure enough, as soon as he hangs up the phone and grabs his buoy(航标), a rip appears suddenly under these two kids, and they’re getting sucked out. Mike sees it before it’s happening, and he’s running full speed toward the ocean. I scan the water. All I see is two small noses moving in the rough water.

I drop my binos (望远镜)and I call in and say, “Double rescue 17—he’s out. I’m going.” Mike is already punching through the surf line. By now, the mother of the two kids realizes what’s happening. She’s on her feet and screaming. I start swimming quickly toward her, but before I’m even halfway there, Mike reaches the kids—a brother and sister around eight or nine years old. Mike told me later that he got to the boy first, and when he turned to the girl, he had to reach down into the water and catch her by the hair to pull her back up.

Mike swims sideways out of the rip current into the clear water and starts bringing them in. When I reach their mother, Mike’s in waist-deep water. These kids are so tired out, they can’t walk, and so Mike’s carrying them. He’s got one under each arm.

I turn to their mom and say, “Hey, it’s gonna be OK. They’re safe.” I see her panic.

Then she glances back and gets her first good look at Mike. And a crazy thing happens. I see a new kind of panic wash over her as though there’s some new, equally dangerous threat on her kids’ lives. She rushes up to Mike and grabs her kids and turns up the beach. Not even a thank-you.

Now, Mike had a rough upbringing. You can tell just by looking at him. He has a number of really frightening tattoos(纹身), and his shaved head shows the scar he got from a broken beer bottle. Maybe he wasn’t the friendliest guard on the beach. I admit, I didn’t really get along with Mike.

But everything he lacked in PR skills, he more than made up for in lifesaving ability. If any other guard had been working 17 that night, including me, there’d be a very real chance that that mother wasn’t going home with both her kids.

I have a young son and daughter, and I can’t even imagine the depth of her fear, and so I sympathize with her. Even in her judgment of Mike, because he was a really frightening guy. Maybe she didn’t know anybody who looked quite like Mike. He wasn’t her idea of a knight(骑士) in shining armor.

That doesn’t change the fact that he had just saved her kids. It was hard to understand what had happened in her heart.

Mike just glanced at me, shrugged, and jogged back to his tower.

That was over ten years ago. If you asked Mike about it today, I doubt he’d even remember. But I won’t forget. As I jogged back to my tower, I promised myself I’d never let my own fear or prejudice prevent me from recognizing a hero when I see one.
