Belly fat has long been thought to be particularly bad for your heart, but now, a new study adds more evidence to the idea that it may also bad for your brain.

The study, from the United Kingdom, found that people who were obese and had a high waist-to-hip ratio (a measure of belly fat) had slightly lower brain volumes, on average, compared with people who were a healthy weight. Specifically, belly fat was linked with lower volumes of gray matter, the brain tissue that contains nerve cells.

“Our research looked at a large group of people and found obesity, specifically around the middle, may be linked with brain shrinkage,” lead study author Mark Hamer, a professor at Loughborough University’s School of Sport, Exercise and health Sciences in Leicestershire, England, said in a statement. Lower brain volume, or brain shrinkage, has been linked with an increased risk of memory decline and dementia (痴呆).
The new findings, published Jan. 9 in the journal Neurology, suggest that the combination of obesity (as measured by body mass index, or BMI) and a high waist-to-hip ratio may be a risk factor for brain shrinkage, the researchers said.

However, the study found only an association between belly fat and lower brain volume, and can’t prove that carrying more fat around the waist actually causes brain shrinkage. It could be that people with lower volumes of great matter in certain brain areas are at a higher risk of obesity. Future studies are needed to tease out the reasons for the link.

Belly fat, also called visceral (内脏) fat, is fat that’s stored deep within the abdominal cavity (腹腔). It’s tied to greater health risks than subcutaneous (皮下) fat, or fat that’s stored just under the skin. Previous studies have linked visceral fat with a higher risk of heart disease (including heart attack and stroke), Type 2 diabetes, high blood pressure, according to the Mayo Clinic.

Some previous studies have also found a link between visceral fat or a high waist-to-hip ratio and lower brain volume, but these studies tended to be small and did not look at the combined effect of BMI and waist-to-hip ratio.

The study found that people with both a high BMI and high waist-to-hip ratio had the lowest brain volumes, compared with people who had just a high BMI (but not a high waist-to-hip ratio) and people of a healthy weight.

A UK supermarket has become the first in the world to let shoppers pay for groceries using just the veins（静脉）in their fingertips. Customers at the Costcutter store, at Brunel University in London, can now pay using their unique vein pattern to identify themselves. The firm behind the technology, Sthaler, has said it is in "serious talks" with other major UK supermarkets to adopt hi-tech finger vein scanners at pay points across thousands of stores.

It works by using infrared（红外线） to scan people's finger veins and then links this unique biometric map to their bank cards. Customers’ bank details are then stored with payment provider Worldpay, in the same way you can store your card details when shopping online. Shoppers can then turn up to the supermarket with nothing on them but their own hands and use it to make payments in just three seconds.

It comes as previous studies have found fingerprint recognition, used widely on mobile phones, is vulnerable to being hacked and can be copied even from finger smears（污点） left on phone screens. But Sthaler, the firm behind the technology, claims vein technology is the most secure biometric identification method as it cannot be copied or stolen. Shaler said dozens of students were already using the system and it expected 3,000 students out of 13,000 to have signed up by November.

The technology uses an infrared light to create a detailed map of the vein pattern in your finger. It requires the person to be alive, meaning in the unlikely event a criminal hacks off someone’s finger, it would not work. Sthaler said it take just one minute to sign up to the system initially and, after that, it takes just seconds to place your finger in a scanner each time you reach the supermarket checkout.

Simon Binns, commercial director of Sthaler, told the Daily Telegraph: ‘This makes payments so much easier for customers. "This is the safest form of biometrics. There are no known incidences where this security has been breached. "When you put your finger in the scanner it checks you are alive, it checks for a pulse, it checks for hemoglobin（血红蛋白）. Your vein pattern is secure because it is kept on a database in an encrypted（加密的） form, as binary （二进制）numbers. No card details are stored with the retailer or ourselves, it is held with Worldpay, in the same way it is when you buy online."

Romans used engagement rings to indicate ownership.
According to the American Gem Society, anthropologists believe that engagement rings date back to a Roman custom in which wives wore rings with keys attached, which indicated that their husbands owned them. Engagement rings began to get a little less dark in 1477, when Archduke Maximilian of Austria commissioned an extravagant diamond ring for his new wife. The accessory (装饰品) grew in popularity in the Victorian era, and gradually the diamond ring trend trickled down from nobility to the masses.
Bridesmaids originally dressed alike to confuse evil spirits from harming the bride. There is a theory that the tradition of bridesmaids dressing alike dates back to ancient Rome, the bride considered to be prime bait for evil spirits. So, all the women dressed alike to confuse the spirits from interrupting the bride and groom’s wedding.

Another theory, however, dates back to the Victorian era. Dr. Liz Gloyn, a lecturer in Royal Holloway at the University of London, told The Independent that the tradition originated from fear of competition. “It is my belief that by regulating the bridesmaids formally into exactly the same garments, there was no room for any of them to try and outdo each other, let alone the bride, through the use of grander fabric, grander jewelry,” Dr. Gloyn said.

Centuries ago, a groom had to “kidnap” the bride if her family disapproved of their union. The best man was put in place to defend the groom in case the family retaliated (报复). The best man originated as the groom’s choice protector. Many centuries ago, it was common for a groom to “steal” a bride from her family if they didn’t approve of the union — and it was the best man’s job to fight the family if they retaliated. It was also common practice for the best man to stand next to the groom with a sword in tow on the day of the wedding. In fact, ancient groups like the Huns, Goths, and Visigoths would store weapons in the floor of the church in the event of a fight.

Carrying the bride across the threshold was symbolic of the bride unwillingly leaving her family. The practice of the groom carrying the bride across the threshold (门槛) of their new home or bedroom dates back to ancient Rome. At the time, the bride had to prove that she didn’t willingly leave her father’s home, as doing so would have been improper. Romans also believed evil spirits attempted to curse the couple one last time at the threshold, so the groom had to lift the bride’s feet above the ground so as not to let the spirits enter her body.

The bouquet (捧花) was originally used to mask the bride’s body odor, and it was often made with pungent herbs. According to the Huffington Post, the tradition of the bride carrying a bouquet dates back to the 15th century. In medieval times, people didn’t smell quite as good as they do now, so brides carried fragrant bouquets to mask their own body odor. The bouquets were often made with strong herbs, like garlic and dill.

Actually, the reason June weddings are so popular is because people used to take their annual baths in May. To this day, people like having a June wedding—but the fixation with that summer month dates back to the 15th century, and it also relates to smell. People used to take their annual baths in May, which made June the perfect time for a good-smelling public gathering.

The father handing off the bride to her husband used to be more of a business transaction. The tradition of the father of the bride walking his daughter down the aisle to “give her away” roughly dates back to the 1549 Book of Common Prayer and the Church of England. It was more of a business transaction than anything else, as the “giving away” referred to a transfer of property. “In Britain, as in many places, women had long been considered essentially the property of men, first their fathers and then their husbands,” according to Time.

Philosophers from Aristotle to the Beatles have argued that money does not buy happiness. But it seems to help. Since 2005 Gallup, a pollster, has asked a representative sample of adults from countries across the world to rate their life satisfaction on a scale from zero to ten. The headline result is clear: the richer the country, on average, the higher the level of self-reported happiness. The simple correlation suggests that doubling GDP per person lifts life satisfaction by about 0.7 points.

Yet the prediction that as a country gets richer its mood will improve has a doubtful record. In1974 Richard Easterlin, an economist, discovered that average life satisfaction in America had stagnated (停滞) between 1946 and 1970 even as GDP per person had grown by 65% over the same period. He went on to find a similar disconnect in other places, too. Although income is correlated (关联) with happiness when looking across countries—and although economic downturns are reliable sources of temporary misery — long-term GDP growth does not seem to be enough to turn the average frown upside-down.

The “Easterlin paradox” has been hotly disputed (争论) since, with some economists claiming to find a link between growth and rising happiness by using better quality data. On March 20th the latest Gallup data were presented in the World Happiness Report, an annual UN-backed study. The new data provide some evidence for both sides of the debate but, on the whole, suggest that the paradox is alive and well.

There are important examples of national income and happiness rising and falling together. The most significant, in terms of population, is China, where GDP per person has doubled over a decade, while average happiness has risen by 0.43 points. Among rich countries Germany enjoys higher incomes and greater cheer than ten years ago. Venezuela, once the fifth-happiest country in the world, has become miserable as its economy has collapsed. Looking across countries, growth is correlated with rising happiness.

Yet that correlation is very weak. Of the 125 countries for which good data exist, 43 have seen GDP per person and happiness move in opposite directions. Like China, India is a populous developing economy that is growing quickly. But happiness is down by about 1.2 points in the past decade. America, the subject of Easterlin’s initial study, has again seen happiness fall as the economy has grown. In total the world’s population looks roughly equally divided between places where happiness and incomes have moved in the same direction over the past ten years, and places where they have departed.

And if there is ever a still moment for reflective thought, say, while waiting in line at the grocery store or sitting in traffic-out comes the mobile device. How addicted to our devices we all seem to be and people seem to find any excuse they can to keep busy. Many people find it unpleasant to be alone in a room with their thoughts for just 6 to 15 minutes. However, using your imagination means you are in fact rethinking the problems in a novel way.
